Her southern roots are
why her humor, honesty, hard work and love for her family will forever live
through all that knew her. Mrs. Sims made her way to Flint, MI in 1942 and
would reside there the rest of her days. She was a dutiful servant of God and
an active member of New Zion Baptist church for over 50 years. Mother Sims
was a deaconess, she sat on the mother’s board, served communion,
attended Sunday School and was active in various auxiliaries. Mrs. Sims was
an overall prayer warrior. When she delivered prayers every ear listening
could feel her sincerity and the power of God inside of her. 
Having only a 4th grade education, Mrs. Sims stood firmly on family ties and
good ole fashioned work ethic. From cleaning houses, working in the laundry,
to cleaning rooms in the hospital. She believed in punctuality, dedication and



giving 100% to all things. In her 60’s by the nudging of her close friend Genie,
she was introduced to an available position at Flint Osteopathic Hospital. Mrs.
Sims studied, took the test and soon began working closely with doctors in the
operating room as the instrument sterilization technician. While still in her 60’s,
Mrs. Sims moved about the city by way of bus until she decided to purchase
her 1st car as an incentive to learn how to drive. Needless to say, she studied,
passed and joined the driving world, further displaying an example of
perseverance. 

 Mrs. Sims retired from Flint Osteopathic Hospital in 1984 to enjoy the
company of her husband James (Grandpa Jimmy) Sims until he deceased in
2005.
