She
was raised in Ferriday and New Orleans by her Mother, Stepfathers (Wade
Wilkerson and Charles Barnes Sr.), and her Nanan. She married Manual
Bowman Sr. at a young age and moved to Flint, MI in 1955. She moved back
to Louisiana a couple years later where two of her five children were born.
Eventually, settling back in Flint, MI, three additional children were born to this
union. Ruthie had seven children, seventeen grandchildren, forty-four great
grandchildren, ten great great grandchildren, three expectant great great
grandchildren, has been married, divorced, had lots of great family, adopted
family and friends. She loved and was most proud of her family and leaves a
tremendous legacy for all to continue to build upon.

She led with grace, strength and a bit of fiestiness. She loved teaching,
shopping, and crafting. She was a leader, a caregiver, and truly an inspiration
offering the chance to change other people's lives permanently for the better.

Community Schools. She touched the lives of so many people and leaves
those memories as well as her loving and nurturing ways within each of those
she touched. She worked numerous years as a Paraprofessional prior to
becoming a certified classroom teacher; worked with the Mott Middle College
researching and writing curriculum for their American Social History Project;
operated Crossovers, a mentoring/tutoring program; and Granny’s School, a
summer enrichment program for youth. Always an advocate for cultural
enrichment, Ms. Bowman was the mastermind and Director of We Believe
People’s Heritage Should Matter, Inc. (WBPHSM), her family’s organization
founded and inspired by her. It’s all about business striving to share heritage,
cultural experiences and spread awareness throughout the community and
beyond. She introduced Kwanzaa to her family and its principles 33 years
ago, hosted many community events and is instrumental in developing cultural
programs throughout Genesee County. 

 

Ms. Bowman was the recipient of many awards for her dedication and service.
She was a self-motivator skilled in curriculum development, classroom
management, communication, public speaking, cultural awareness, and had
the ability to inspire, comfort, and build self-esteem. She holds numerous
certifications in teaching, brain and child development and helping students
learn. 

 

Ruthie joined Bethel United Methodist Church in 1985 under Rev. Dr. Russel
McReynolds. She was past Chair of Religion & Race Committee, past Chair of
Family Committee, member of Communications Committee (particularly Black
History and Kwanzaa events), and Sunday School Teacher.
