Mr. Ryan Lindsay Baker was born April 18, 1979 in Flint, Michigan, to Charles
(Laurie) and Irma (White) Baker. He graduated from Beecher High School,
class of 1997. Ryan was extremely gifted, anointed, passionate, and
charismatic. These characteristics followed him throughout his life. He was
very active in high school, where he took pride as the senior class president, a
peer educator, and spoke at various community events. 

 

While attending Eastern Michigan University, pursuing a Fine Arts degree,
Ryan became an awe-inspiring member of EMU Gospel Choir, where he
impacted so many with his gifts. He was also one of the founding members of
Dancers of David, which is still impacting students’ lives on campus fifteen
years later.

Ryan was
currently a co-manager for Evangelist Dorinda Clark-Cole and was very
instrumental in her music career. Ryan had a way of making everyone that he
came in contact with feel special with his magnetic personality and infectious
smile. He was always seeking to help others by encouraging them, helping to
cultivate their gifts, or making them a part of his many creative ideas and
projects. 

Ryan grew up attending The Church of God, on Kent Street and, while in
college, he became a member of El Shaddai Minstries where he was
baptized, both of Flint, MI. Upon moving to Atlanta, GA, he joined Impact
Worship Center under Pastor and First Lady Arthur Jones, where he was a
very active member.
