We had a
blast. Sandra was skilled at camping, nature, and teaching Girl
Scouts about the responsibility we have to the earth. I was taught
the Girl Scout Promise and Law that I still keep to this very day.

She and Ruby (Bright Eyes as we called her for the summer) were
responsible for organizing and overseeing outdoor activities that led
scouts to earn badges and spark creativity. Sugar and Bright Eyes
taught us about primitive camping, how to build several kinds of
campfires (the log cabin and teepee were my favorites), and to be
prepared for any kind of weather. In addition, she taught us to build
tin foil solar ovens for baking a cake in the wilderness. She was

me for today. Her legacy lives on through every student I teach
because I am merely teaching them what my Girl Scout Leader;
