Fronie was
a Flint resident, and member of Ebenezer Ministries where she participated in
the Missionary Society, the C.K Travelers and a member of the Senior Usher
Board. Fronie reached her third year with Bible Study Fellowship International.
She was involved with the University Park Sub-Division Home Owners
Association as well as the NAACP. She was a huge sponsor of students and
parents at Carpenter Road Elementary School, both financially and
emotionally. Sophronia had an affinity with seniors, she cared for many and
grew to love them and they loved her. She was a superb cook known
especially for her pound cake. She had a very special friend who she cared
for deeply, her dog named Maxwell Smart Barney. She spent numerous hours



with him and loved him dearly.
