Minister Soprano Sorel Cook was born December 25, 1966 in Flint, MI to
Harold and Barbara Cox. She was baptized at an early age at Mt. Sinai
Missionary Baptist Church in Flint, MI. Minister Cook became a member of
Zion Hill Bible Church in the early 90’s. During this time she was reunited with
the love of her life, her husband, Charles Cook. They were united in Holy
Matrimony September 9, 1993 and their family evolved soon after. Minister
Cook and her family joined New Beginnings Ministries in 2000 under the
leadership of Apostle Clarence Lewis. She wore many hats and helped a
huge number of people. Minister Cook was a part of the Women of Excellence
Board, Covenant Keepers, as well as being the sound and recording engineer.
Most importantly she was an ordained Minister, receiving this achievement on
March 22, 2014. She took this great honor to heart and set out to do God’s
work. 



Minister Cook earned her Associates degree in Applied Science with a focus
in Electronic Engineering in 1993, and her Bachelor’s degree in Computer
Science in 2010. She received both degrees from Baker College. She enjoyed
surfing the web, computer repair, sketching, painting, jewelry making,
crocheting, doing her nails, and praise and worship with her NBM family.
Minister Cook worked in the retail industry for a number of years. Finally, she
landed a job with Allstate Insurance Co., where she worked until her health
started to fail. 

 She was a remarkable woman of God, demonstrating the love and care for
others that only a godly woman could do. She was a loyal and faithful wife, a
loving and understanding mother, and the best friend that anyone could ever
ask for. She was the strongest, kindest, and most beautiful daughter that any
mother could wish – and thank God for. Minister Cook will be truly missed.
The time God has allowed her in our lives has only made each of us better,
because she was that type of person: “Special.”
