He came to Flint, Michigan at an
early age where he graduated from Mt. Morris High School. Vermont served
as a Staff Sargent in the United States Army until 1962 when he was
Honorably Discharged. He landed a job at Chevrolet Metal Fabricating Plant,
a division of General Motors and began attending Mott Community College
while working his way up to becoming a Journeyman. He work as a Pipefitter
in Chevrolet Metal Fab until his retirement in 1994, after 32 years of service.
Vermont was active in the labor union and local politics, as well as being a
great friend to all who knew him. You could never have a conversation with
Vermont without him leaving you being just a little bit wiser. Vermont loved



fishing and boating before his health failed and he would often tell anyone he
met not to smoke. He was a member of New Jerusalem Full Gospel Baptist
Church, a founding member of the King’s Men Choir and also served on the
New Jerusalem Security Team greeting everyone at the door.
