Lane Ellis, affectionately known as “Big Lane,” was born February 11, 1945 in
Flint, Michigan, the son of Walter Ellis and Mildred Shepard. He was a 1963
graduate of Flint Northern High School and he was inducted into the Flint Hall
of Fame with the 1961 Flint Northern High State Champion football team in
2012. Walter loved listening to Jazz and would travel all over the country to
see his favorite jazz musicians. Lane was a no nonsense kind of guy and
would tell you like it was often (more frequent than often) using colorful
language. He was full of life and a fun loving and caring person. Nothing made
him happier than being with his family, especially his grand and great
grandchildren. With drive and determination, he received his Bachelors
degree in Liberal Arts from the University of Michigan in 1998 at the age of 53.
Lane found great pleasure in helping people and he touched many lives. He
dedicated his life to the NA,CA and AA Fellowships. He loved his job at the
Genesee County Youth Reach Program where he worked for 25 years helping
at risk youth. He will be truly missed.
