TERRY, Reverend Dr. W.G. - Age 92, went home to be with the Lord, Monday,
July 22, 2013 at Hurley Medical Center. Family hour 11:30 a.m. Saturday, July
27, 2013 at New Zion Baptist Church, 1601 Chippewa St., with funeral service
commencing at 1 p.m. Interment Sunset Hills Cemetery, G-4413 Flushing Rd.
Friends and pallbearers will assemble at the church 11:30 a.m. Saturday.
Reverend Dr. Terry will lie in state in the Chapel of Lawrence E. Moon Funeral
Home, 906 W. Flint Park Blvd., and may be viewed from 5-8 p.m. Friday at the
funeral home and Saturday at the church from 9 a.m. until service time. 

 

Reverend Dr. W.G. Terry was born April 15, 1921 in Cass County, Texas, the
third child of 13 children born to A.D. and Roxie Terry. Reverend Dr. Terry was
raised in Henderson, Texas, but had been a resident of Flint since 1960 and
became the Pastor of the New Zion Missionary Baptist Church, where he
remained Pastor until October 2010. Reverend Dr. Terry was Honorably
Discharged in from the U.S. Army in 1945, as a Sergeant, serving in World
War II. 

He leaves to cherish his memory: loving wife of 68 years, Mary L. Terry of
Flint; daughter, Linda (Ray) Spivey; 2 granddaughters, Tina and Tracy Spivey,
all of St. Louis, MO; 3 brothers, Norris (Bertha) Terry of Tacoma, WA, Bishop
