Wilkie Lee Brooks, Sr., affectionately known as “Wilk” and “Brooks”, was born
on September 2, 1940 in Gethsemane, Arkansas the son of the late Bennie &
Nancy (McWillis) Brooks. Wilkie accepted Christ at an early age at Central
Baptist Church in Gesthemane, AR. He later joined St. Mark Baptist Church in
Sherrill, AR under the leadership of the late Pastor Roosevelt Kendle. In 1959,
Wilk met the love of his life Bernice Collins. They later married in 1966 in Little
Rock, AR, to this union came five children. He also had one daughter from a
previous marriage. Brooks was a hard worker and after working for the
Railroads in Arkansas he later relocated to Flint, MI in 1973 and worked for
General Motors – Fisher Body 1 (Local 581). He retired after 15 years of
service due to medical issues. Wilkie was also a faithful member of Rising
Star Missionary Baptist Church under the leadership of the late Rev. Chester
Payton where he was a deacon, he drove the church van for many years, and



he started the Rising Star Male Chorus and participated in the Male Chorus
until he was not able to do so anymore. Brooks loved to pray. He would pray
out loud throughout the house and his family was accustomed to hearing him.
He also loved to fish, entertain whoever was in his company, and spend time
with his family.
