Will Lacie Williams, known as “Willie” and “W.L.”, was born January 4, 1937,
the first child of Lacie and Alberta Williams née Miles in Pioneer, Louisiana.
He spent his early days with his siblings, cousins and attended school at Mt.
Zion Church. In the fourth grade, he and his family relocated to Flint,
Michigan. In Flint, Willie began going to school at Clark Elementary, Whittier
Jr. High, and later Central High School. At Central High School, Willie excelled
in sports with letters in football, wrestling, and baseball. He was also a part of
Radio Speech, Hi-Y, and Varsity Club, graduating in the Class of 1957.

After high school, Willie joined the United States Army. He served four years
as a Paratrooper in the 101st Airborne. Willie met Jean Fontenot in Flint, and
the two were married in 1959. The couple had four children, Sharon Lynn,
Robin Elaine, the late Willie "June" Jr., and Pamela René. He graduated from
Detroit College of Business and began his career at Fisher Body Plant |, a



division of General Motors Corporation. At the plant, he was active in union
activities. He worked diligently to solve issues and improve the workplace.
Willie was a man of expertise, and during the 1960's he played semi-pro
football for the Flint Wildcats and traveled with the Golden Gloves.

Over his 40 years at Fisher Body |, and later at Buick Motor Company, he
continued to assist and lead others. Willie served as the Vice President of the
Fisher Body Union and continued to advocate for workers' rights through
participation in the UAW. He also served many years on the Security Federal
Credit Union Board of Directors, using his business sense and advocacy to
ensure the financial equity of members. Additionally, he was also a Charter
Member of 24k. After retiring from General Motors, Willie worked at Al Serra
as a customer driver, then later in car pick-up and delivery, and continued to
live in Grand Blanc with his second wife, Debra. He will be missed on the golf
course, at his favorite restaurants, at Grace Emmanuel Baptist Church, and by
his children and grandchildren, where he had advice and a lending hand.
