Dr. William Francis Kornegay, Sr. was born in Apalachicola, Florida, the
second child of J.D. Kornegay and Christelle Tyson. After military service in
the United States Army, he received a Bachelor of Science Degree from
Bethune Cookman College, a Master of Science Degree from Florida A & M
University and a PhD from the University of Illinois.

Dr. Kornegay began his career at Bethune Cookman College as a Professor
of Mathematics, before becoming the Dean of Students. Looking for a new
challenge he joined General Motors Corporation where he had a 20 year
career in Education, Human Resources and Plant Operations. Dr. Kornegay
met his wife Dorothy, while in Graduate School, and they shared a life of 58
years together. Dr. Kornegay was an active member of Bethel United
Methodist Church, where he served on the Finance and Pastor Parish



Relations Committees. He was also actively involved in the Flint Community,
with the Urban League of Flint, Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity Inc., and Sigma Pi
Phi.

F. Kornegay, Jr.; four nephews; two nieces; and a grateful church family.

Dr. Kornegay was preceded in death by his mother, father, sister and wife.
